Coast Guard alerts boaters about winter care

- The Coast Guard is urging boaters to make sure their vessels are winter ready.

The Coast Guard says it has responded to more than 50 pollution cases in Juneau over the past
three winters. 12 of the cases involved vessels that sank because of icing or snow-overload.

Coast Guard officials say simple maintenance can prevent that.

Officials recommend that boaters remove snow and ice accumulation, check shaft packing for
leaks and check for loose or deteriorating wood planks.

They also recommend inspections of automatic bilge pumps and thru-hull fittings, as well as
removal of unnecessary fuel if boaters are going to be away for extended periods.
